Frequently Asked Questions: FAQs
	Why do we do this?
	As parents, we are called by Jesus to teach our children the Good News:

3"that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth."[a] 4Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord.  (Ephesians 6:3-5) 

	Okay, but why a Middle School Youth Group?
	Because one of the important things that we are called to do as a Christian community is to love and support each other.  Being a middle schooler is NOT easy.  Our middle schoolers need to help each other at a very transitional time.

	What are expectations for behavior?
	Of course, we are all called to treat each other with love, respect and caring.  At our first regular pizza party in September, the middle school youth and I will develop and agree to a covenant.

	Who can join?
	Middle school youth group is open to all 5th through 8th graders.

	What about non-King of Kings friends?
	Your children are encouraged to bring their friends to meetings, either for a one-time event or as a regular member.

	How often do we meet?
	We meet twice per month.  One meeting is a pizza party, held the second Sunday of the month from 5-7PM.  At this meeting, we have a Bible Study, plan upcoming events, and have a fun event.  Our second meeting varies by “second event”. 

	What is the “second event”?
	The second event each month will vary.  We are on a rotation where one month we do a service project, the next month we do a fun event, and the following month we do a fundraiser.

	Who decides what the “second events” are?
	The middle school youth.  As a part of their growing maturity and growing faith, the middle schoolers are called — with the advice and consent of adult leaders and parents — to make decisions.  At our monthly pizza parties, we’ll plan ahead for events in a spirit of cooperation, charity and caring.

	How often must my child come to meetings?
	We don’t take attendance.  We encourage kids to come to all the meetings.  Youth group is like anything: the more you put into it, the more you’ll get out of it.

	What kind of Bible studies will we have?
	Will do varied things each month.  Among the items planned are a study of “Dismantled: An Honest Look At Some of Our Biggest Fears”, a review of an animated “King of the Hill” episode on sharing faith, emphasis on stewardship, and a unit on drug abuse.

	What are parents asked to do?
	Parents are asked to do three specific things.  First, pray for your children and the youth group leaders.  Look first to the Lord in all things:

Look to the LORD and his strength; seek his face always.  Psalm 105: 3-5
Second, please sign up for a time to assist me in leading the youth group.  I am asking for parents to sign up to help at least at one meeting per year.
Third, share your faith with your children.  Encourage them to ask questions.  God is big enough to have answers to anything. To encourage this process, we will be having the Middle Schoolers bring homework for their parents.

	What do we need to do with regard to off site trips?
	Remember, whenever our youth go offsite, parents MUST fill out a permission slip.
